With an invert of four, Granite Bay’s John Moore (#27) started from P-1
with Glenn on the outside of Row One. The twenty-one car field included
six of AAS’s very talented female drivers ready for the ride!

Golden State racing’s Moore, fresh off his first win of the season last
week, led the first six laps of this fifty lap feature. GSR’s Kristen Bum-
bera (#00), who grabbed fast time in qualifying with a lap of 13.690/
87.654mph, was solid early after starting third.

Glenn grabbed the lead on Lap Seven and held tough till Moore made
a pass for the lead on Lap Twenty-one. He would relinquish that lead
back to Glenn on Lap Twenty-eight. Cameron Park’s Jason Romero (#8)
started fourth, got to third early, dropped back to fourth and looked
strong until he tangled with Bumbera in Turn Four on Lap Thirty-nine,
taking he and she out of the race. The race was marred with several
cautions but when the dust settled and the debris cleared, Glenn bested
Moore by 0.867 to pick up his fourth win in eight races this season. Third
place went to BMR’s Paulie Harraka (#16). Roseville’s Shannon Mansch
(#61), who started ninth, came home fourth. Galt’s Juan Pitta (#33Y)
came from starting eighth to finishing fifth.
Eighteen year old Mackena Bell (#11) of Nevada started sixth and would
have one of her best finishes of the season crossing sixth. Orangevale’s
Gary Swimm (#9) was seventh. Last year’s AAS Baby Grand Champion
Justin Henry had his first top ten finish of his rookie season coming
home eighth. Jonathon Mawhinney (#17) brought a never before raced
car from starting last to finishing ninth. Jarrod Bedow (#5) driving for G.
Glenn Plastering, had a respectable finish of tenth.
In addition to his A Main win, Gary Glenn defeated Romero, Bumbera,
and Moore in the division’s four car/ four lap Toyota TRD Trophy Dash.
