or situation to worsen. Let’s go back to that $400,000 
house, as an example.

Friends of mine bought a house, back in the mid-
‘80s, for $110,000. That house, properly maintained, 
would have sold two years ago for about $425,000—but 
the time was not right for them. Due to employment 
and family situations, moving was not an option. 
Instead, they opted for an FHA Equity Conversion pro-
gram (reverse mortgage) which opened up some capital 
for major repairs and upgrades.

That house, in today’s market, has a market value 
of about $340,000—still well above the reverse mort-
gage encumbrance—but they fi nd that they are com-
fortable as they are and can well afford to remain in 
place.

“We may sell at some time in the future, but if we 
do it will because we have plans which will take us out 
of the area,” he says. “But right now, why worry about 
it. A good piece of our equity is already protected, and 
at this point the market can only get better.”

past year? How many in the neighbor-
hood I’m interested in? Can you provide 
a list of references? Are you willing to 
represent only my interests? Do you have 
any obligations to the seller?  What is the 
commission you are interested in? Are you 
willing to negotiate that? Will you accept a 
lower commission? How many homes are 
you prepared to show me? Where will you 
look for these? Will you show me homes 
that offer lower commission rates? Homes 
offered by non-traditional brokers? Homes 
that are For Sale By Owner? 

Once you sign your purchase agreement, 
your agent may recommend companies for 

fi nancing, inspections, moving, insurance, 
and other related services. It may be conve-
nient for you to use these providers, but it 
isn’t required. Shopping for these services is 
just like shopping for any services: Compare 
prices and ask for references before you 
make your choices.
