became a community hero. The day started as just
any ordinary day, but Richard and his co-worker,
Rancho Cordova Police Department crime preven-

tion specialist Deb Coil were soon challenged by a
man angered by their presence. The man stopped
a motorcycle a few feet away from their city-logoed
truck, spoke to them and left on his motorcycle. He

returned a short time later and spoke to Ms. Coil
again, this time pointing a pistol at her.Richard,
who had returned to the truck, jumped out and
placed himself between Ms. Coil and the gunman.

While Richard was trying to calm the gunman
down, the gunman proceeded to hold the gun to
Richard’s temple. Ms. Coil quickly moved to a safer
position and called for back-up from the Rancho
Cordova Police Department. After Richard spoke
to him for a short time—that must have seemed
like a very long time—the gunman backed off and
rode away on his motorcycle. Ms. Coil was able to
memorize the license plate and give the Police an
accurate description of the man who was soon ap-
prehended at his nearby home.

Hodnett will always be a hero to Ms. Coil,
ensuring her safety by placing himself in danger.
When this paper spoke to Richard, he downplayed
his role, as is reflective of this modest man. When
advised that he could certainly take some time off
work, Richard shrugged off the suggestion, stat-
ing that during his time in Vietnam, there were no
respites from such confrontations.

Richard and his wife Judy are 35 year residents
of Orangevale, happily raising daughter Ashley (a
Sierra College student) and son Justin (a Casa Roble
student) here. Richard is also a member of the
Kiwanis Club of Rancho Cordova. In August of this

year, the Kiwanis International Foundation awarded
Richard the prestigious Robert P. Connelly Medal.
This medal, established in 1967 is awarded to Ki-
wanis members who risk physical harm or death by
accepting self-imposed personal responsibility in an
effort to save the life of another human being.

The Robert P. Connelly Medal is the highest
award of the Kiwanis International Foundation and
is usually given posthumously. The local Kiwanis
organizations and his community are grateful that,
in this case, Richard was on hand to receive his
award in person.
